“Assigning value to Recorded Information”

"In assigning value to recorded information,” archivists and records managers are bound up in the processes of appraisal and selection.   Both are fundamental activities undertaken by records managers and archivists throughout the records' life-cycle. For the records manager, appraisal takes place in the assessment of the value that current records have for their creating entity. 

From a records management perspective, records are generally seen as valuable for administrative, fiscal, and legal reasons. Such appraisal decisions take physical form in the retention scheduling and disposition of paper and electronic records. Appraisal is also increasingly taking physical form during computer systems design when a decision must be made up front whether, and to what extent, certain types of information should be managed as records.   In the archival environment the appraisal and selection of records has traditionally been predicated on the idea that archivists manage records that have long-term or enduring value. 
Please come and learn what the impact and focus of performing the function of records appraisal and selection process by Records Managers versus Archivists.  
The overall goal of this talk is tri-fold:
· To provide a broad introduction to the literature on appraisal with a particular emphasis on identifying its key facets from both historical and contemporary perspectives, 

· To focus on the practical side of selection and appraisal, with a particular focus on the mechanics of appraising state agency records and business records
· Helmut will focus on describing our existing appraisal tools, for both public agency and business records, to provide guidelines on how we make decisions on what types of documentation to acquire from records creators.
