Programs & Professional Development (Sandra Broady-Rudd)

Sandra reported that Chrissmann Lemery, HIPAA Security Office & Assistance Privacy Officer, WEA Trust Insurance and Dawn Paulson, Assistant Director of Health Information Management Services at UW Hospital and Clinics will present “Health Information Management and the Electronic Health Record (EHR)” at the February meeting.  The meeting will be held on February 15, 2011, 11 am at the MGE Office.  

Sandra requested clarification on the member versus the non-member rate.  She explained that in two instances a member paid to attend a meeting, could not attend and sent a non-member in their place. Seminar (Lori Ashley)

Lori reported that Brent Gatewood agreed to present at the seminar.  She added that there will be four sessions, two morning sessions and two afternoon sessions.  She was working to secure vendors who were involved with some aspect of Cloud Computing.  She suggested raising the vendor fees from $350 to $400.  

Lori asked for input on whether the seminar should be videotaped.  It was the consensus of the group that it would not be videotaped this year, not only because of the cost but because the seminar content loses its currency so quickly the shelf-life for the tape would be short. 

Lori stated she would be working with a graphic designer on the brochure design and that she’ll absorb any costs associated with it. 

Sandra asked Lori to send her the seminar information as soon as possible so she can submit the grant paperwork.
